IV. COMMITTEE REPORTS:
       Bernease Priest reported that the Police, Safety/Fire Committee met on August 18, 2011 prior to the regular council meeting.  Those present were Robert Barrett Jr, Danny Daulton, Chairman Bernease Priest, Mayor Jim D. Cook and Police Chief Tim Tyree.  The topic of discussion was the estimated cost of hiring an additional full-time police officer.  Mayor Cook asked for the Committee to table this discussion for a couple of months to see what our income tax was going to do.  The Committee and Chief Tyree agreed to table this discussion.

          Report of Income Tax Administrator Dorothy Vance:
            Mayor Cook reported for Mrs. Vance that $19,980.56 was collected for the month of July 2011.  
           Report of Administrator Freddie Snyder:
              -Boone Well Drilling completed flow testing on the #2 well and it is pumping 150 gallons per minute.  In addition a bacteria test has been taken and sent to the lab for testing.
              -Doing new sidewalk construction at John Barrett’s.
              -Requested an update from Solicitor Beery regarding the easement for the well field.  According to Solicitor Beery Mr. Shafer’s attorney sent a letter to Solicitor Beery rejecting our offer.  Solicitor Beery informed Council he has prepared a petition for appropriation.
        -ODOT will start a resurfacing project from the stop light at the center of Leesburg all the way to St. Rt. 138.  ODOT will be working in Leesburg for approximately two weeks.
          Report of Police Chief Tim Tyree:
             Chief Tyree reported that for the month of July 2011, there were 306 calls for service.  Hours worked were as followed:  Chief Tyree-136 regular, 1.75 overtime; Officer Nolley-156 regular, 8.5 overtime; Officer Boris-154.5 regular, 30 overtime; Officer Evans- 74 regular; and Officer Cheas Carter- 8 regular hours.  There were 2 Traffic Crash Reports, and 22 Offense Reports.  Arrest Information:  Arrests –10, Traffic Citations –15, and Warning Citations – 32.   Police vehicle information:  Unit 1 – 2005 Crown Victoria – 839 miles driven, Unit 2 – 2005 Ford Explorer - 618 miles driven, Unit 3 – 2008 Crown Victoria – 1,332 miles driven.  Repairs:  $0.  Training: $0.          
       Additional Information from Chief Tyree:
            The Police Department has 85 active case reports. 
            The departments total reports received for the month of July 2011 were 22 compared to July 2010 the department received 20 reports, an increase of 2 reports.
            I would like to inform the Mayor and council Ptl. Rummer and Ptl. Thorne have begun their field training and will continue until released by Sgt. Nolley.  Mayor and Council may receive inquires from citizens why two officers are working.
        Report of Fiscal Officer Tracy Evans:

             -Informed council the audit for the 2009/2010 fiscal years is now going on.
             -Informed Council an amended certificate for the water fund will be needed to finish out expenses for the rest of the 2011 year due to chlorine for the new chlorinator.
